Introduction

At Inscape, we strive to attain the highest standards in our work, have
respect for others and develop individual talents. These principles
underpin the school's approach to developing employability skills in our
students so that they can plan a future pathway and look forward with
confidence. We provide 1:1 impartial career guidance and employability
education to support our young people in understanding their individual
options and career pathways. The careers programme provides
information and experiences to help our young people to make better-
informed and more confident decisions about their future transitions,
whatever their needs. Learning programmes address the needs of all
learners and embed the development of independence, life skills and
employability skills. Programmes provide access to community activities,
industry sectors, employer encounters, vocational courses, specialist
workshops, careers events, work experience and access to college
settings where appropriate. Inscape works towards delivery of the
Gatsby benchmarks of Good Career Guidance.

Aims

A career is a pathway through life, learning and work. Inscape House
School promotes careers/employability learning via three themes:
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1) Development through employability education, community

access, work experience and enterprise education - which includes
self-awareness, self-assessment, and self-improvement as a
learner.

2) Knowledge through experiencing the world of work and via the

exploration of careers, jobs, and labour market information.

3) Skills through the Inscape employability and career programme,

through internal and external work placements, community access
and via provider access.

Careers programmes

The diverse learning community is separated into four distinct Pathways
(Champions, Explorers, Adventurers and Pioneers) careers and
employability education is subsequently delivered in a manner that is
accessible and appropriate to the learning needs and developmental
stage of each learner.
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ASDAN towards Independence and ASDAN Employability programmes
provide the academic structure for our careers/employability curriculum.
Other subject areas will also educate learners across the school about
the careers landscape and collaborative work between subject teams
and the careers team will take place to link curriculum learning to
careers. Careers Education Information and Guidance is available to
students during their studies.

Learners follow a number of valuable ASDAN Tl and ASDAN
Employability units that will support the development of hard and soft
skills and direct learners towards becoming work ready. Students may
also gain access to careers advice externally and learners have
opportunities to attend workshops and events provided by Industry
professionals, local businesses, and training providers.

Measuring Impact

Assessment and evaluation enable the school to make judgements
about the worth or value of different aspects of the careers/employability
provision so that we can decide how to improve and progress with the
ever-changing labour market. The following procedures support this
assessment process:

» The school will assess the impact of the careers programme by
analysing the destinations of our young people and the school will
ascertain the views of students and parents.

« The Compass Evaluation process supports the school in quality
assuring the careers and employability programme against the
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eight benchmarks of best practice — known as the Gatsby
Benchmarks.

» Learner access to CEIAG and employer encounters is also
tracked.

« Partnership working with a designated Enterprise Advisor and
careers ambassadors supports the school in focusing on the
development of the careers programme.

» Successful management of work experience and feedback.

» Learning outcomes as specified in the Employability Schemes of
work must be acknowledged and adhered to for each academic
term and assessed accordingly. A portfolio of evidence must be
created to provide evidence that learners have met specific
outcomes.

« Itis recommended that students be asked to feedback on the
productivity of their placements and the health and safety
standards of the placement provider during the post placement
review. The Placement provider will need to be notified
immediately if concerns are raised.

FE/Training Provider Access

Inscape believes in giving training providers, colleges, and local
businesses the opportunity to talk to students at the school. The school
implements the following processes to ensure that young people and
their families understand the employment/training and career options
available:

e Active involvement of employers, colleges, and industry
professionals in the employability curriculum to support curriculum
activity and to advise and support our young people in making
positive and realistic career choices.

e Opportunities to work actively with local businesses, Colleges, and
training providers to establish where possible potential internship
and apprenticeship routes for our young people.

e Career guidance provided by the Careers Advisor and
supplemented by external career advice services as required.
Guidance is universal and is focused on key transition points.
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e Internal and external careers events and network sessions
organised by the careers team. Such events provide opportunities
for parents, learners, and educators to access up-to-date
information to support potential routes and future transitions into
employment, training, or further education.
